On January 1, 2010, Bill 196 the Barrie-Innisfil 

Boundary Adjustment Act, 2009 came into effect. 

The legislation extended the southern boundary of 

Barrie to include 2,293 hectares, or approximately 

5,700 acres, of land previously in the  
Town of Innisfil.

New Landfill Rates Effective  
February 2, 2010 

 
Effective February 2, 2010 new landfill rates apply at the 

City of Barrie landfill site. Loads of garbage 100kg and 

over will be charged at $118.45 per tonne with a $6.00 

minimum charge for loads under 100 kg. 

 
Residential loads of yard waste less that 100 kg are free; 

loads 100 kg and over are subject to a charge of $55.70 

per tonne. Commercial yard waste and brush are subject 

to a $6.00 minimum charge for loads under 100 kg, a 

charge of $55.70 applies for loads over 100 kg.

Public -private partnerships for in-
frastructure save time, money: 

Conference Board report  

Public-private partnerships (P3s) for infrastructure 
projects are delivering savings in costs and time com-
pared to conventional procurement approaches used 
by Canadian governments. But P3s are not appropri-
ate for all public infrastructure projects, according to 
the conclusions of a Conference Board report that 
assesses the performance of projects in the so-called 
ñsecond waveò of P3s, those executed by specialized 
government procurement agencies.

Real gross domestic product advanced 0.4% in No-
vember, a third consecutive monthly increase. Sev-
eral other sectors also recorded increases, such as 
finance and insurance, construction and the public 
sector (education, health and public administration 

combined.

In a speech Friday to the Newfoundland and Labra-
dor Construction Association in St. Johnôs, Prime 
Minister Stephen Harper said infrastructure projects 
that are moving ahead in Newfoundland and Labra-
dor show his government and the province are work-
ing together. The speech also highlighted a $30.9 
million announcement by Ottawa and the province to 
improve nine highways and two bridges as an exam-
ple of that co-operation.
